Court Jesters Squash League
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The Court Jesters Squash League is a squash league that allows players to schedule their matches according to their own schedule (theirs and their partner’s) Each team will consist of 4-6 players, one or two in each of 3 divisions. Number of players in the league will vary from season to season. 
The players, although playing within their division, are playing for points for their respective teams. Each team will earn points for matches played, and no points for matches not played

Winning matches earn 2 points for the team, losing matches earn 1 point. Matches are best of 5 games. 

The players are each given a list of the players in the league and a schedule as to which team plays which and when. The season is broken into 2 weeks rounds in which each team is scheduled to play one other team. It is up to the players to find a mutually convenient time to meet to battle it out on court. Once a round is over, the games are gone, ie if they were not played in that time period, then no points will be awarded should they be played later. This may sound harsh but the idea of this league is to get players playing regularly and the little bit of pressure to get points for your team does seem to work, in most cases. 
Results are recorded by the winning player and deposited into the scorebox.
